
Networking…
Every time you attend a Chamber function
you make new business contacts. Some
will need the products and services you
provide, others will provide products and
services you need. Many will expand your
business network and give you the
opportunity to exchange ideas with and
meet your fellow business owners and
operators. Where else could you make so
many business contacts? Most of our
events are hosted or sponsored by
members. This means that many events are
offered at no charge to the members.

Education…
Several educational seminars are held
each year for business owners and
operations. These have a wide variety of
interests ranging from personal issues, to
small business and corporate topics.
The Alsip Scholarship program is
actively supported by the business commu-
nity through direct donations and fund-
raisers. The scholarship program is open
to Alsip residents, as well as employees of
the Alsip Chamber of Commerce and the
Alsip Industrial Association members. The
program grows each year as more
companies join in the education of the
future work force for Alsip.

Village Liaison…
A representative of the Chamber attends
the weekly Alsip Village Board & Commit-
tee meetings. Through this effort we area
able to keep abreast of local actions and
legislation. This also helps us maintain a
liaison with the Mayor, Village Board and
all Village Departments who recognize the
importance of a strong business commu-
nity to Alsip. Since most business owners
and operators do not live in the town
where they operate a business, the
Chamber of Commerce is your voice to
local government. Representatives from the
Alsip Fire Department and Alsip Police
Departments serve as directors on the
Alsip Chamber of Commerce Board of
Directors.

Chamber or The Industrial Association that
are outside of Alsip. Special recognition is
given to the members of both
organizations in the directory in an effort
to promote those businesses. Advertising
opportunities are available in the directory
with discounts given to members.
The Alsip Community Map is
distributed to residents and businesses in
the area. It is included in the Business
Development and relocation packages and
is available at the Chamber office, Village
Hall, library, local hotels and various
businesses in Alsip. It is the most
comprehensive guide to the community
and updated on a regular basis. This is
another opportunity for co-op advertising
with substantial discounts to members.
